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Our competition submission for this low rise new acute hospital developed our 
principles for shell and core:  
(hotel), inpatient accommodation  
(workforce), A&E, imaging, operating  
(office), outpatients and admin. 
Adjacencies are improved, patient and staff flows more efficient, more 
importantly opportunities for patient care and the healing environment 
maximised. 
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As is appropriate for the client and the community, the 
Cynon Valley Hospital is a conventional two level 
building traditionally framed in concrete. The majority of 
the external rooms are naturally ventilated, with patient 
rooms benefitting from the use of thermal mass of 
exposed concrete soffits to facilitate climate control. 
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Hull LIFT has provided 12 new Health Centres through the partnership of 
Citycare and the North Community Health Partnerships.  
Our involvement with the last 3 uses innovative clusters of GPªs, in podªs 
arranged around a central area and develops the principles of the polyclinic, to 
provide full community health facilities .
